Funds are used for compensatory restoration projects 
that will restore, rehabilitate, replace, or acquire the equivalent of 
natural resources and/or their services that were injured or lost as 
a result of the release of hazardous materials, including PCBs, 
into the Massachusetts portion of the Housatonic River 
watershed.  
 

Two previous rounds and the first subround of Round 3 
of restoration projects have been funded as a part of this 
Restoration Program. 



 

  

Status of Round 1 Projects 

Å9 of 10 projects have been completed and have: 

 
ïRestored 23 acres of wetland, floodplain, and riparian habitat in 

Sheffield, Stockbridge, and Great Barrington 
Å Led by Project Native 

ï Protected 174 acres of riparian, wetland and upland buffer habitat in 
Pittsfield, Great Barrington, and West Stockbridge 
Å Led by the City of Pittsfield and Berkshire Natural Resources Council 

ïRemoved 29 tons of steel, 29 tons of solid waste, 88 cubic yards of 
concrete, and 5 tons of tires from oxbow in Great Barrington 
Å Led by Berkshire Natural Resources Council with assistance from MassDEPôs 

Technical and Financial Services Division of the Bureau of Waste Site Cleanup 

ïCreated 2 miles of riverfront trails and 4 canoe access sites in Dalton, 
Pittsfield, Lee, Great Barrington, and Sheffield 
Å Led by the Housatonic Valley Authority 



 

  

Status of Round 1 Projects 

Å9 of 10 projects have been completed and have: 

 
ï Enhanced the protection of rare species throughout the watershed 

Å Led by the Natural Heritage and Endangered Species Program 

ïCreated HELP watershed curriculum and provided river-based 
education to over 5,000 students 

ï Introduced over 800 people to the River through 48 public canoe trips  
Å Led by MassAudubon 

ï Provided technical assistance to 20 Conservation Commissions that led 
to protection of over 90 river miles, 10,000 wetland acres, and 9,500 
upland acres 
Å Led by Berkshire Regional Planning Commission 

ïMill Street/Tel Electric Dam Removal is in final engineering design and 
EENF will be filed in Dec 2015 or Jan 2016 
Å Led by Massachusetts Division of Ecological Restoration in partnership with the City of
